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Present your PowerPoint presentation as a mind map 
All your PowerPoint presentations are presented in a linear way. The logical connection cannot be seen 

when someone tries to convey the main idea to the audience. At the end of the presentation, most of the 

people in the audience cannot understand the big picture or they want to go back through the 

presentation to clarify specific things.  

iMindQ allows you to combine its unique mode of presenting ideas in a mind map with your already 

finished PowerPoint presentations. Depending on your needs, there are several options to import the 

content of the PowerPoint presentation in a mind map. When you have complex presentations with 

complex design, rich with different images, shapes, tables and other content, it is nice to use the option 

to import the presentation in which each slide is imported as an image. 

 

When you want to import a PowerPoint presentation into iMindQ  and still be able to edit the existing 

text content, you can use the option to Import the content of each slide with all the images included or 

just with the prevalent image. This is useful when you like to additionally modify the presentation and 

present it in a different way. The imported content will be presented in a balanced mind map, which can 

be directly presented in iMindQ  with the automatic one-click presentation. 

Filter important task info in large maps 
When you are working with large maps, it is very hard to find specific information that you might need. 

The only way to view the important information is to use a filter with different filtering criteria. iMindQ 

enables you to filter topics by different topic elements (notes, attachments, hyperlinks), specific task 

information, images or icons used in the mind map, as well as search for topics with custom topic style 

applied in the map.   

iMindQ offers you several predefined task filters that will save you time searching for the tasks with 

specific task information. You can search for tasks that are not started yet, that are in progress or have 
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been completed. You can also stay up-to-date with the progress of different tasks that are going to be due 

in the needed time interval. 
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Emphasize major characteristics of an idea 
When you want to point out and describe different characteristics and properties of a specific idea, 

concept or an object, you can do that by defining the major characteristics or questions, and by assigning 

appropriate value to each of them. In iMIndQ you can make your own custom properties. It is up to you 

to define their name, the type of data and add a value that will give meaning to what you choose to be 

explained.  

One use is to emphasize different characteristics for a potential business client that might be of interest 

of a sales representative.  

 

Not only that you can create custom properties, but you can choose an already defined property within 

the map, that will help you in faster creation of other parts of the map.  

 

Organize the outline structure and content of your new document  
One of the reasons why mind mapping is used, is to organize and logically connect the structure of a 

specific central idea, a research, an analysis or anything that needs to be finalized in a text document. You 

can add additional information in each topic’s notes, and enrich this info with images, tables and links. All 

the supported content in the mind map will be exported as Open Document Text (ODT) file which can be 

open by most of the text editors out in the market. This means you can finalize the document with your 

desired text editor, but the main logical connection will always be presented and visible in the mind map.  
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Improved way of brainstorming ideas  
In order to enhance the process of generating ideas in iMindQ, and to improve the experience, we have 

enriched the libraries of iMindQ with specific brainstorming template, that can serve you as a guideline 

when solving a problem. You can also start a new map and change its style to brainstorming in order to 

have the feeling that you add the ideas as notes and pin them on a pinboard. This way you get the flexibility 

to add immense number of ideas without the limitations of a restricted space. You can visually combine 

the ideas in a similar group, visualize intersections where one idea can belong in two groups and associate 

the ones that are correlated.  

 

Share and work on your ideas with your team  
A good teamwork and communication always leads to success. Generating and evaluating different ideas 

together, and focusing on the right ones is of main essence. With iMindQ you can share your ideas with 

anyone, by exporting the map as an interactive HTML map. Once you share you map with your teammates, 

they can open it on any device and start adding their ideas to it. The map can be navigated, expanded or 

collapsed to the desired level of details, obsolete elements can be removed and new fresh ideas or 

feedback can be noted in the shared document. The changes to the map can be saved as new HTML map 

and send it as a feedback to the creator of the map.  

In order to view the feedback from others, you can import the same HTML map in iMindQ and you can 

continue working on it.  
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Visualize groups of elements with similar or distinctive attributes 
In mind mapping, grouping of one set of branch(es) is done by using one of the important map elements, 

the boundary. The story finishes in just differentiating a branch without the possibility to present subsets 

of a larger set of elements or intersection between different sets.  

In iMindQ we have expanded the story. Now you can insert multiple boundaries per topic, which is helpful 

when you want to visually present an intersection or common elements for two different sets. Another 

use is when you want to separate a subset of a bigger set of objects. 
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View and manage tasks in a new way 
The visual appealing and representation of certain elements in the map is very impotant. In this version 

we have brought new look and feel of the task information in the map. You can edit the task information 

with ease while you are making plans for your team and assigning tasks to the right resources. Also you 

can manage the visibility of different task information within the map, in order to evade cluttering the 

map space.
